SOME GENERAL 
GUIDELINES FOR: 

RAPTURE - READINESS : 

IMPORTANT QUESTION: 

In the light of God’s word, the 

most important question 

everyone must be asking is.  

Lord, what must I do to be 

RAPTURABLE or 

RAPTURE - READY  
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ANSWER.   

Found below are a few 

general guidelines. However, 

as an individual, in addition 

to the following general 

guideline, God may be 

speaking to you in specific 

way. Be sensitive to Him.  

Note : To refer to each 

scripture,  

1) You must be truly born  

again, accepting Christ as  
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your Lord and Savior  

John 3 : 16 “ For God so 

loved the world, that he gave 

his only begotten Son, that 

whosoever believeth in him 

should not perish, but have 

everlasting life.”  

 

2) You must have intense  

love for Jesus Christ, 

through the power of the  

Holy Spirit. Psalm 2 : 12  
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Kiss the Son, lest he be 

angry,  

and ye perish from the way,  

when his wrath is kindled but 

a little. Blessed are all they 

that put their trust in him 

John 14 : 24  

 

He that loveth me not 

keepeth not my sayings: and 

the word which ye hear is not 
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mine, but the Father's which 

sent me.  

John 14 : 24  

  

 

3)  Constantly ask for a pure  

heart, using the cleansing  

power of the blood of  

Christ. Matthew 5 : 8.    

“Blessed are the pure in 

heart: for they shall see God”   

4)  Share Christ with others,  
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without being ashamed -  

VERY VITAL Luke 9:26,   

Jesus said, “  

For whosoever shall be 

ashamed of me and of  

my words, of him shall the 

Son of man be ashamed, 

when he shall come in his 

own glory, and in his 

Father's, and of the holy 

angels.”  

Matthew 12 : 30b “  
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He that is not with me is 

against me; and he  

that gathereth not with me  

scattereth abroad.”  

  

5) Have personal love for  

others, devoid of any trace  

of malice. Hebrews 12 : 14  

Always be at peace with 

others.  
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“Follow peace with all men, 

and holiness, without which 

no man shall see the Lord:”  

 Hebrews 12 : 14  

  

6) Live in HOLINESS and  

PURITY daily   

Hebrews 12 : 14   

“ Follow peace with all men,  

and HOLINESS, without 

which no man shall see the 

Lord” Hebrews 12 : 14 
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7)  Develop Love for things  

above more than things of  

this world.   

1 John 2 : 15  

“Love not the world, neither 

the things that are in the 

world. If any man loves the 

world, the love of the Father 

is not in him.” 1 John 2 : 15  

8)  Promote Kingdom  

business with cheerful  
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heart and not with heavy  

heart. 2 Corinthians 9 : 7   

“Every man according as he  

purposeth in his heart, so let  

him give; not grudgingly, or 

of necessity: for God loveth a  

cheerful giver.”  

 2 Corinthians 9:7  

9)  Have a Prayerful attitude,  

 Luke 21:36 “ Watch ye  

therefore, and pray always, 

that ye may be accounted 
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worthy to escape all these 

things that shall come to 

pass, and to stand before the 

Son of man.”   Luke 21:36  

 

10)  Allow God to speak to  

you, through his word.   

Psalm 119:105.   

“ Thy word is a lamp unto my  

feet, and a light unto my 

path.” Psalm 119:105.  
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11)  Be sensitive and test  

every spirit that seeks to  

lure you, whether it is of  

God. 1 John 4:1   

“Beloved, believe not every  

spirit, but try the spirits 

whether they are of God: 

because many  

false prophets are gone out 

into the world.”  

  

12)  Do not sit on your God 
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given talents. Allow them  

to honor God and not the  

devil Matthew 25 : 18   

“ But he that had received 

one went and digged in the 

earth and hid his lord's 

money.” Matthew 25 : 18  

  

13)  Avoid spiritual  

lukewarmness, through  

fasting, sharing fellowship,  

etc. Revelation 3 : 16   
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“ So then because thou art  

lukewarm, and neither cold 

nor hot, I will spue thee out 

of my mouth.”  

 

14)  Be child-like before God,  

but not childish.   

Matthew 18 : 3  Jesus said, “  

…  

Verily I say unto you, except 

ye be converted, and 

become as little children, ye 
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shall not enter into the 

kingdom of heaven.”

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ANSWER: In addition to 

being born again, the person 

must be willing to pay   

for his or her salvation, with 

his or her very LIFE,   

Revelation 7:14,     

“ And I said unto him, Sir, 

thou knowest. And he said to 

me, These are they which 

came out of great tribulation, 

have washed their robes, 

and made them white in the 

blood of the Lamb.”   
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Rev 7:14,  Rev 12:11  

“And they overcame him by 

the blood of the Lamb, and 

by the word of their 

testimony; and they loved 

not their lives unto the 

death.”  
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IN CASE YOU ARE LEFT

EXTREMELY IMPORTANT 

WARNING : 

This warning is CRITICAL 

and, if disobeyed, results in 

an  
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IRREVERSIBLE TRAGEDY - The 

tragedy is HELL FIRE, FOREVER: 

1) NEVER, NEVER 

RECEIVE the MARK of the 

BEAST, number 666, in 

desperation to survive the 

TRIBULATION.  

Revelation 14:9-10.  

Be prepared and willing to be  

killed, die and go to Heaven,  
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rather than accepting 

temporary relief, and 

perishing in HELL  

 FIRE, forever.  

“And the third angel followed 

them, saying with a loud 

voice, If any man worship  

the beast and his image, and  

receive his mark in his 

forehead, or in his hand,”   

Revelation 14:9  

“The same shall drink of the  
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wine of the wrath of God, 

which is poured out without 

mixture into the cup of his 

indignation; and he shall be 

tormented with fire and 

brimstone in the presence of 

the holy angels, and in the 

presence of the Lamb:  

Revelation 14:9  

Do not worship the beast  

Revelation 20 : 4   
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“ And I saw thrones, and they 

sat upon them, and judgment 

was given unto them: and I 

saw the souls of them that 

were beheaded for the 

witness of Jesus, and for the 

word of God, and which had 

not worshipped the beast, 

neither his image, neither 

had received his mark  

upon their foreheads, or in 

their hands; and they lived 
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and reigned with Christ a 

thousand years.  

  

 

2) Do NOT commit suicide,  

due to the extreme pain.  

during the Great Tribulation.  

This takes you straight to 

Hell FIRE. 1 Corinthians 

3:17-18  

“If any man defiles the 

temple of God, him shall God 
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destroy; for the temple of 

God is holy, which  

temple ye are.”   

1 Corinthians 3:17-18   

3) NEXT : In addition to the  

above warning, during the  

GREAT TRIBULATION.  

You must be truly born again,  

accepting Christ as your 

Lord and Savior John 3 : 16  

You must have intense love 

for Jesus Christ, through the 
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power of the Holy Spirit. 

Psalm 2 : 12  

You must live in moment-by 

moment obedience to the 

Lord's commandments. John 

14 : 24  

Constantly ask for a pure 

heart, using the cleansing 

power of the blood of Jesus . 

Matthew 5 : 8  

 

Constantly share God’s love  
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with others, Matthew 12 :30b  

Have personal love for 

others, devoid of any trace of 

malice.  

Hebrews 12 : 14  

Always be at peace with 

others Hebrews 12 : 14  

 

Live in daily HOLINESS and  

PURITY Hebrews 12 : 14  
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Develop Love for things 

above more than things of 

this world.
